Gala 2019 
Thank you to all those amazing people that helped out at the 
Gala. Mrs Thompson and Hope Putwain were the main  
organisers and they did a wonderful job. We are still working 
through invoices to work out the profit, but more than 
$10,000 was taken on the night. A great effort! Thanks also 
to the people that came and supported our event. Special 
thanks to our amazing sponsors for their generous support 
which contributed greatly to the success of our gala . 
 
Designing the Learning 
It was great to see parents coming in last Thursday night to 
discuss their childôs learning. If you missed the opportunity, 
please do pop in and talk with your childôs teacher/s. Like-
wise, if you have any questions about any aspect of your 
childôs learning, please do come and see us. We love the 
opportunity to talk about our studentôs learning! 
 
School closes early this Monday 
As you will be aware, teachers and principals have been 
fighting for a payrise and better working conditions. Teachers 
and Principals have Paid Union Meetings (PUM) next  
Monday (18 March) meaning that the school will be closing 
from 1pm. It is possible that the new offer made by the  
Ministry of Education will be rejected given that it doesnôt 
address better support for students with special needs. This 
is then likely to instigate a series of strikes. We know this will 
negatively impact on you and your family and we are truly 
sorry for the disruption this will cause you. 
 
Upgrades 
As mentioned previously, we have some very exciting up-
grades over the next few terms. It is likely that for Term 2, 
Space 6 will be learning out of space 15 and Space 5  
students will be learning out of Space 2/3. When the upgrade 
is complete, we are thinking that all students in Space 2/3 
(including the Space 5 students) will head over to the new 
block where 5 & 6 are now. This would then allow Space 6 to 
go into Space 2/3 (confusing I know). 
In Term 3, Space 16 will go to Space 4, with Space 17 learn-
ing out of the library while their block is upgraded. We hope 

that all the upgrades will be complete by the start of term 4. 
 
Homework- as mentioned last week 
We are not big believers in homework, other than home  
reading. This is not because we are some new age, wacky 
school with weird ideas, but because the research states that 
primary age students doing homework is a waste of time in 
terms of improving their learning. For those of us who went 
through school completing homework, it can seem a bit 
strange that our children do not have homework. I suggest 
that instead you get them to play a sport, learn a musical  
instrument, play with friends and take a turn at helping cook 
tea. Alfie Kohn (a leading American educator) has this to say 
about homework: 
ñNo research has ever found a benefit to assigning home-
work(of any kind or in any amount) in elementary school. In 
fact, there isnôt even a positive correlation between, on the 
one hand, having younger children do some homework (vs 
none) or more (vs less), and, on the other hand, any measure 
of achievement. If weôre making 12 years olds, much less five 
year olds, do homework, itôs either because weôre misin-
formed about what the research says or because we think 
kids ought to have to do homework despite what the evidence 
says.ò
